Our quilt is made with bright flannels from a variety of
manufacturers, but feel free to use regular quilting
cottons instead.

3/4 yd. Bright blue marble - sky & flower background
3/4 yd. Green with flowers - ground

1 vd. Yellow with butterflies

3/8 yd. each, Yellow w/stars, Blue w/stars & Blue Check
1/2 yd. each, Orange marble and Green with Yellow dots

Supplies 1 Fat Quar_ter of each - Light Brown, Dark Brown, Pink
Rotary Cutter & Acrylic Ruler _rleart print, & Green marble

Basting Pins or Spray 6” scrap of purple solid

Sewing machine 2 packages 9” x 12” sheets Steam-A-Seam 2; may use
Sharp Appliqué Scissors Lite Steam-A-Seam 2 to reduce bulk

Household steam iron Warm Blend batting, at least 54” x 70”

1. Prewash and dry, without fabric softener, all fabrics before using Steam-A-Seam 2 or

Lite Steam-A-Seam 2.

Make the large center blocks. From the Bright blue fabric, cut two strips 8.5” wide and one strip
4.5” wide. Cut out six 8.5” square blocks and six 4.5” x 8,5” pieces. From the green flower print,
cut one 8,5 strip. Cut out six 4.5” x 8.5” pieces, Piece the 4.5” blue pieces to the 4,5” green
pieces, making 8.5” background squares for the horse appliqués.

From the Yellow with butterflies print, cut eight strips 3.5” wide. Set aside. From each of the Yellow
with stars, Blue with stars and Blue Check prints, cut eight strips 1.5” wide. Make eight strips sets
with the fabrics in this order: 1-Yellow w/butterflies, 2-Blue check, 3-Blue w/stars, 4-Yellow w/stars. Press
seams to one direction. Cut strip sets down to 6.5” x 8.5 blocks.

Make the 4-patch blocks. From each of the Drangfe marble and Green with yellow dot fabrics,
cut four strips 3.5” wide. Piece orange and green fabrics into four strip sets. Press seams toward
the orange fabric. Cut into forty 3.5" x 6.5" pieces with an orange block on one side and a green
block on the other. Piece the forty 2-patches into twenty 4-patch blocks.

Using your Warm & Natural Design Wall, lay out all quilt blocks according to the diagram. Piece
quilt top together, one row at a time. Then, assemble rows into finished top.

Using the Steam-A-Seam 2 or Lite Steam-A-Seam 2 packages, prepare your pony appliqués following
the package directions. TIP: If you are having trouble “Sticking” the fusible to the back of the
fabric, trls_zl pressiniit on with your iron for about 1-2 seconds in each spot. Let it cool, then
remove the paper backing to stick the appliqué onto the blocks.

Position the Pony pieces onto the sky/ground 8” blocks and press permanently into place with
a hot iron on the cotton/steam setting.

Refer to the instructions for the Dimensional Appliqué to prepare the Flower and Leaf pieces.

Prezpare our backing material for the quilt. Cut the 3 vd. piece in half, },fielding two fieces 1

1/2 yd. F 54”) x 40", Cut one 54” piece in half, lengthwise, making two pieces 54” x 20”, Piece
these fabrics on either side of the remaining 54" x 40” piece. This makes the backing 79" x 54"
and there is more than one seam to absorb the stress of the quilt.

Layer and baste quilt together using either basting pins or spray.
Quilt as desired. Refer to Warm Blend Quilting Pattern for posy, free-motion design.

Usinﬁ the remaining green flower fabric, make and attach binding following the “Quick & Easy
Fused Bindings” Directions.
